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Benefits and Conditions of Application for Supporter Status or Individual Membership

The Scottish Canoe Association is the recognised governing body of canoe sport and recreation in Scotland.  We provide our supporters and members with an opportunity to have their views represented at local, national and international levels.  We recognise the major contribution made by our supporters and members to the development of our sport within Scotland and throughout the rest of the world.

Our supporters and members are represented by an elected Board of Management, who oversee the four streams of the organisation – Access, Recreation, Coaching and Competition.  Within these streams are working committees  - Recreational Rivers, Touring, White Water Racing, Sprint Racing, Marathon, Canoe Sailing, Canoe Polo, Slalom and Surf. We are part of the British Canoe Union, the recognised governing body of canoe sport and recreation in the United Kingdom (comprising Canoe Association of Northern Ireland, English Canoe Association, Scottish Canoe Association and Welsh Canoeing Association).  

We exist to:

· actively promote and support all canoeing activity conducted in a responsible manner;

· protect existing and to secure improved access to waterways, facilities and finance;

· improve the quality and quantity of coaching at all levels;

· support aspirations and achievements of Scottish paddlers at domestic, international, world and Olympic level;

· encourage take up and participation in all aspects of canoeing;

· educate paddlers on care of our environment; and

· promote individual membership of the SCA as a positive aspect of canoeing in Scotland.

Am I eligible to join?

Everyone with a Scottish mailing address can apply to be an individual member of the Scottish Canoe Association when they have an interest in and agree with why the Association exists.  Supporters do not need to have a Scottish mailing address, however, will also have an interest and agree with why the Association exists.

(Under the BCU Federal Agreement, only individuals with postal addresses in Scotland - or that are resident out with the United Kingdom - are entitled to join this Association as members.  Supporters can join using any mailing address.)

Supporter and Membership Categories

· Full, the comprehensive membership package of the Association giving all benefits listed, if domiciled in Scotland.  Your passport to the Coaching Scheme and Competitive Events allowing your to reach your paddling potential and fulfil your highest aspirations.  Full members aged 16 and over may train for Coaching Scheme Coach Awards and may attend assessment, however, any successful assessment result will be held over until their 18th birthday.

· Recreational, for those who want to act responsibly and be covered while enjoying their leisure time.  This option includes all the protection benefits of our Civil Liability Insurance Policy.

· Family, Family members benefit from the same comprehensive package as Full members depending on age, except that they do not receive individual mailings from the Association.  To qualify as a Family member there must be one Full (18+) member in the same household.

· Supporter, for those not active on the water but still empathetic with our work and development, including in particular the Environment and Access aspects of our activities.  Please note there is no age distinction for this category.

Voting Rights

· Full, Recreational and Family members over 18 have the right to vote and to stand for office in the Association, its committees, and any regional associations.  Youth members may not stand for office, but may be co-opted by the Association, the committees and regional associations.  

Additional notes

· Supporter and Membership period runs for 12 calendar months from the last day of the month in which successful applications are administered.

· All benefits of supporter status or membership, including Civil Liability Insurance, cease at midnight on the date of expiry.

· On the 1st of October 2000 the SCA began trading as a company limited by guarantee.  All members will be required to complete and sign a declaration accepting liability for their share (£1) in the unlikely event of the Association’s liquidation.

· Any information supplied will be stored and used for purposes as registered under the Data Protection Act 1998.  By signing the membership application you give express consent for your information to be used for these purposes.
