Mini Course (Div 7,8,9)

Start and finish 200m upstream of Dunkeld Road Bridge OS sheet 52: 025 425 . Course is moving water with no rapids, however overstern rudders are strongly recommended. Suitable for novices.

Distance: 3 miles    Briefing 13:10              Start: 13:30

Entry Fees:  Seniors 3.50 Juniors 2.50 (under 18)
