Loch Lubnaig Marathon – 29th May 2004

Part of the Scottish Racing Week Series of Events

Venue : Loch Lubnaig, on the A84, around 8 miles north of Callander.

Access Point :  Race control and access to the loch will be from the Immer Voulin Caravan Park, Strathyre, which is at the north end of the loch. There is then a short paddle down the river to the start of the race on the loch. Showers (coin meter) will be available at the site after the race. 

Long Course : Start at the north end of the loch and complete 2 circuits keeping to the right of the buoy at Ardchullarie Point and turning anti-clockwise round the buoys at either end of the loch. Finish on the same line as the start.

Distance :  13 miles 


Start : 3:00pm

Short Course :  Start at the north end of the loch and complete 1 circuit keeping to the right of the buoy at Ardchullarie Point and turning anti-clockwise round the buoy at the south end of the loch. Finish on the same line as the start.

Distance :  6.5 miles 


Start : 3:00pm

Mini Course : Start at the north end of the loch and complete half a circuit turning anti-clockwise round the buoy at Ardchullarie Point. Finish on the same line as the start. In the event of bad weather conditions up the loch, an alternative mini course will be arranged.

Distance :  3 miles 


Start : 4:15pm
